About the Office of Hon. Nikita Fridia
Each Justice of the Peace is required to obtain 80 hours of continuing education during their first year in office and 20 hours annually thereafter.
Duties
Evictions: Handles eviction cases, aka forcible entry detainer (FED) cases, in which the landlords seek to regain possession of their property.
Traffic Violations: Has jurisdiction over Class C misdemeanor traffic cases, including traffic tickets.
Magistration: Conducts initial hearings for individuals who have been arrested, determining bail and ensuring that individuals understand their rights and charges.
Civil Cases: Handles civil cases involving disputes where the amount in controversy is up to $20,000
Death Investigations: Conducts inquests and determine the cause of death in certain cases, especially when death is sudden, unexplained, or due to unnatural causes.
