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Two people can have two different responses regarding
the same object. We know this and we see this statement at
work. A common phrase that illustrates this point is, “one
man’s trash is another man’s treasure.” When it comes to the
Word of God and the works of God, the idea still holds true.
A man once said people are either like cockroaches or moths
when introduced to the Word of God,; they are either attracted
to the light or they flee the light.

The book of Jonah illustrates two responses to God’s
Word and his work. First, we are introduced to Jonah, a
prophet of God. Jonah flees from the Word and work of God.
He does not want to share a message from God to Israel’s
enemies, the Ninevites. At the end of the story, Jonah sits in
the heat, east of the city to watch Nineveh be destroyed. God
brings comfort to him through a plant that give shade, but in
4:6 we learn that the plant was removed. He is angry at the
Word and works of God. In the end, Jonah was not saved
from discomfort and we never see him repent of his anger.
He rebels continually in his actions and in his heart.

Second, there are the Ninevites. They respond positively
to the message, repent, and God has mercy on them. In 3:10,
scripture tells us that “God relented of the disaster.” The word
for “disaster,” is the same word for “discomfort” that is used
in 4:6. Nineveh was saved from disaster, but Jonah was not.
Here are two people responding to the Word of God and the
works of God differently. Jonah grows angry and the Ninevites
repent. Jonah’s heart grows hard and the hearts of the
Ninevites are softened.

How do you respond when you are faced with the Word
and works of God? Are you reluctant, fleeing the reality of
your sinful heart? Or, are you receptive to the work that God
desires to do in your heart? Facing the sin in our lives is not
pleasant. However, we have redemption through Jesus
Christ. When we are faced with the reality of our sin and
repent from our sin, the blood of Christ gives forgiveness and
redemption.

So, are you a moth or a cockroach? Are you drawn to
God’s Word or do you flee from it? My prayer is that you will
find refuge in God’'s Word and among God’s people. Re-
spond positively to the work he wants to do in your life,
through Scripture.

Features Naples

Naples gains a dab of TV fame
with Alex Trebek and "Jeopardy!"

"Jeopardy!" is apparently one of the favorite TV shows for
folks in the Naples area and it really stirred up the local
viewers on a recent Tuesday when NAPLES was included in
one of the "Answer and Question" rounds for contestants.

It was so well viewed, a former Naples resident, Alexier D.
Barbour, an attorney in Dallas, took some video of the show
and sent it to us. She wasn't the only one who took note of the
local town making history. A number of local residents called
to see if the newspaper knew about it.

After getting Ms. Barbour's video, The Monitor got in
touch with some computer whiz friends in an effort to get
some still shots that could be reproduced as photos and used
to let our readers see what was on the screen that they might
have missed.

Helping in that effort were Cheryl Welch Hynes, Don
Boozer, Leann Hunt and Junior Cox. That group furnished
The Monitor with the photos accompanying this article.

Checking with "Google", for information on the show, it
noted: "Jeopardy!" is a classic game show ... with a twist. The
answers are given first and the contestants supply the
questions. Three contestants, including the show's previous
champion, compete in six categories and in three rounds
(with each round's "answers" being worth more prize money.)
And so on through "Final Jeopardy" and a winner.

Apparently one of the categories had to do with towns in
Northeast Texas. One answer was "There's one in southern
Italy, one in Florida and one in Texas near the Ark. border,
"An Old Town With New Horizons."

That was the answer, and the question was "What Is
Naples?" Viewers around the local area who were watching
probably spoke out loud and tried to tell the contestants the
right wording. That didn't pay off for any of those competing
as none of them knew NAPLES.

Another in that category was "Bogata in Red River County
is Named for the Capital of
This Country." There were
probably others but most just
remembered Naples.

It was probably the first
time for Naples to be men-
tion on the game show but
the first version of "Jeop-
ardy!" aired from 1964 to 1975
on NBC and was hosted by
Art Fleming.

Alex Trebek, in the middle
picture on this page, is the
current host. He began with
the program in 1984 at the
start of the show's syndicated
run. e
